In a packed auditorium, the Chilean president spoke about citizen
participation, the stamp of her administration, and which is, in the
opinion of the experts, what largely explains the high rate of approval
that Bachelet's administration has reached in recent months.

he devastating conse-
I quences that the global

crisis has caused were
the starting point of the Ple-
nary of the Local Organizing
Committee, that had the
President of the Republic,
Michelle Bachelet, as the
sole speaker.

Grateful for the oppor-
tunity to participate in "one
of the most important aca-
demic events in Chile," she
said that the economic de-
bacle did nothing but ratify
the profound belief that the
economy can't function by
itself, "because it is a jungle
where only the biggest wins"

In this sense, the Presi-
dent of Chile defended the
state's role as the entity
responsible for seeking the
public interest and the pro-
tection of individual citizens,
and therefore the need of its
intervention in some cases,
like the financial crisis that
began in the United States
last year clearly proved.

Echoing the current politi-
cal situation, Bachelet was
emphatic in stating that
"there can be no ambiguity
against democracy. You can’t
use arbitrary methods in
the name of democracy.

sphere. Nevertheless, there
has been no widespread
unestability mainly because
there are no strong politicial
movements in either the left
or right wings to accommo-
date the global discontent.

When Ricardo Lagos
made his presentation, he
noted that since 1980 we
were in a situation where
"the consumer had trium-
phed over the citizen."

The financial and economic crisis will, without doubt,
consecuences. Capitalisim is now being questioned.

Today, he said, it is neces-
sary to change this para-
digm, and it is time that the
citizens determine freely the
type of politics they require.

He added that one of the
main lessons that the eco-
nomic crisis has left is that
the United States by itself
can't solve all the global
problems but that these ob-
viously can’t be solved either
without the presence of that
country. "The multilateral
dialogue is essential," he
added. So far, the main con-
sequence of the global crisis,
said Lagos, has been the
emergence of G20 as a new
global institution.

The former president of
Chile agreed with Jospin
in the need for regulatory
bodies in the international
level, because so far, in the
globalized order, the rules
where made by the stron-
gest.

As the United Nations spe-
cial envoy for climate chan-
ge, Lagos called for other
global problems such as
poverty, trade, and of course
the environment.

The global crisis and the World
Congress of Political Science

By Guillermo O'Donnell, president of the International Political Science Association

Today begins the XXI
World Congress of Political
Science which runs until
Thursday, July 16, in San-
tiago. As a former president
of the International Political
Science Association I know
that this location is a recog-
nition and a tribute to the
remarkable development
of the political science in
Chile.

The influence of many
of these colleagues is ex-
tended through the world,
well beyond Chile and Latin
America.

The uncertainty generated
by the current global crisis
rests not only on purely eco-
nomic and financial aspects.
It raises sharp questions
about the interrelationship
of these aspects with the
new demands and emergen-
cies that are already emer-
ging in many countries.

The ability to govern, the
legitimacy of political regi-
mes, and certainly also the
role that political opposition
should assume in times of

great uncertainty, are some
of the important questions
to be answered, good or
bad, from political science.
The future of our countries
depends largely on this.
The World Congress will

attract political scientists
from around the world,
many of which are impor-
tant opinion makers in their
respective regions.

A look at the program
shows that during the Con-
gress we will discuss vario-
us topics that relate directly
to the problems mentioned
above.

In addition, a congress of
this kind provides compa-
rative perspectives of both
regional and conceptual
approaches, which will
undoubtedly enrich the
complex discussions that we
must undertake as Chileans
and Latin Americans in the
midst of the storms that
loom over us.

The excellent organization
of the Local Congress Com-
mittee (chaired by Manuel
Antonio Garretén, an inte-
llectual who represents the
